Huwicane Impact and Recoveny

In fall 2024, Lutheridge sustained significant damage from Hurricane Helene.
The gifts and volunteer support we have received from camp friends since then
have helped us make meaningful progress toward recovery. We are excited to be
welcoming groups to camp again and preparing for our 75th summer of ministry.
Some of the plans and timelines for the Lutheridge 75th Birthday campaign have
shifted because of the ongoing recovery work, but we are moving forward with all
the campaign projects and are hopeful about the future of this amazing ministry.
Hurricane damage has allowed us to use insurance money and special gifts to replace
more roofs than initially planned, and complete other renovation work including the
lower level of Bacot.

New Hillside Village Collages
Storm damage to the Hill Cabins has made it necessary to address this area of
the camp immediately. We have started to replace the 6 Hill Cabins, most of
which were damaged beyond repair, with 4 new cottages. There will be three-
bedroom and four-bedroom cottage models, all with private bathrooms. The
lower levels of the cottages will include additional guest rooms and guest

services housing. Future cottage additions may include a conference room
for group meetings. The modular cottages can be completed quickly, and our

goal is for them to be ready for use this summer.
